            STRIPED BASS - BLUEFISH - SURF FISHING TOURNAMENT 

 

DATE AND TIME 

START –FRI. OCTOBER 16, 2009 – 6:00 PM 

ENDS – SUN. OCTOBER 18, 2009 –8:00 AM 

 

FISHING AREA: 
 

NAPATREE POINT TO NARROW RIVER NARRAGANSETT, RHODE ISLAND 

(NO BLOCK ISLAND) 

SHORE/SURF ONLY 

 

RULES: 

 

1.) All organizations participating in the tournament must be a club, fresh or salt 

water (officers, by-laws etc). 

2.) FISHING AREA: Napatree Point to Narrow River Narragansett, Rhode Island 

(NO BLOCK ISLAND). 
3.) All fish must be caught from the Shore/Surf and weighed at Weekapaug Bait & 

Tackle in Weekapaug, R.I. or Snug Harbor Marina in Wakefield, R.I. 
4.) In the event a tie occurs: The measured length of each winning fish will be added 

to the total weight. 

5.) All fish will be measured from the nose to the end of the tail. 

6.) All fish weighed and entered in the contest, will be entered in the book by 

someone other than the person who caught the fish. 

7.) After a fish is weighed and entered in the contest a punch mark or knife cut will 

be made near the tail. Note: If the angler is going to mount the fish the mark or 

cut is not necessary. 

8.) Rhode Island Fishing/ Beach Regulations will be adhered to at all times.
